Proposal 

Amendment to Article 10 (10.1) of the Articles of Association of the Transport Planning Society Ltd.

Explanation

1. Article 10 of the Articles of Association currently states that business shall not be transacted at either an Annual General Meeting or a General Meeting unless a quorum is present. 
2. A quorum means one twentieth or 30 of the members who are entitled to attend and vote upon the business to be transacted at a meeting, whichever is greater.
3. The Articles of Association were adopted when the Society was incorporated as a company limited by guarantee in 2008.  Since then it has become evident that the quorum is set too high and this has resulted in meetings being adjourned and important decisions delayed. 
4. It is therefore proposed by way of a resolution that the quorum is altered to 30 of the members who are entitled to attend and vote upon the business to be transacted at a meeting.
5. The Chair of the Transport Planning Society, Victoria Hills, and the Secretary, Nicola Jones, request that members indicate their agreement or disagreement to this amendment by a show of hands at a General Meeting of the Transport Planning Society which is to be held on Thursday 17th December 2009.  
6. The resolution will be passed if a majority of members attending the meeting vote in favour of the resolution.
